Hard Work Results in Major Improvements

Three projects were com-
pleted in the Spring of 2008. The
picnic shelter renovation began in
April 2008 with the removal and re-
placement of the entire roof system.
Volunteers from County Line Chris-
tian Church performed the majority
of the work. Help also came from
men in the Chatham Heights, Whit-
mell & Stone Memorial congrega-
tions. The underside of the shelter
roof is now completely enclosed.
New vinyl siding and soffit as well as
aluminum facia and guttering has re-
sulted in a beautiful place for camp-
ers and church groups to enjoy meals
and fellowship.

While the picnic shelter pro-
ject was underway, new flooring was
installed in the Kitchen and Dining
Hall. All of the kitchen equipment
and cabinets were removed, and a
new coat of paint went on the walls
before tile was laid. After three coats
of wax, the equipment and cabinets
were returned, then work began on
the Dining Hall and restrooms. The

area senior citizens luncheon was the
first event hosted on the new floor.
Later in May and early June, new ta-
bles, chairs and carts were purchased
and placed in the Dining Hall. Many
folks have commented on the new
bright appearance of the Dining Hall.

During the fall, Membership
approved additional projects to be
completed in 2008. These include
new vinyl siding and entry doors on
Girls Dorm 1 and the Boys Dorm.
Vinyl siding will also be installed on
the Dining Hall. These updates will
help reduce maintenance costs over
the long run and help protect these
essential facilities.
